Colossians 1:3-8

GETTING STARTED

1.  When you think about your life and the future, do you tend to see "the cup half full" or "half empty"? Explain why.






DIGGING DEEPER

2.  Paul mentioned the Colossian's "faith in Christ Jesus." Write down your own definition of faith. Now read Romans 4:1-5 and compare your definition with Paul's understanding of faith.







3. Read Ephesians 1:13-14, along with 1 Peter 1:3-5. How do these passages shed light on Paul's discussion of "hope" in Colossians 1:5. What is this "hope" and why do faith and love spring from it?







4.  In this opening section of Colossians, Paul describes the gospel as "the word of truth" (1:5) and says that it was "bearing fruit and growing" all over the world (1:6). Why would Paul need to emphasis the truthfulness and power of the gospel?






APPLICATION

5.  Write down your own definition of the gospel. How does it compare with the definition given in the sermon? Do you think it matters whether we understand the gospel "correctly"?







6.  How is the gospel "bearing fruit and growing" in your own life? If it isn't, use this as an opportunity to ask others to pray for you.
