Colossians 1:21-23



GETTING STARTED
1. When do you feel most alone (where are you and what are you doing)? Or, when have you felt most alone in the past? Describe  
     what that feels like.




2. Was there anything from the sermon that was confusing to you? Where there any points you found challenging or helpful?




DIGGING DEEPER
3. The Bible classifies humans beings as "enemies of God." According to Colossians 1:21 (also see Romans 5:9-11, 8:6-8; Ephesians 
     4:18-19; James 4:4) what is the root cause of this "alienation"? 




4. Paul writes that the Christians in Colossae "were once alienated" but now "have been reconciled" (also see Romans 7:5-6; 
    Ephesians 2:11-13).  Have you experienced this kind of transformation in your relationship with God? If so, describe what that  
    change was like.  




5. Why was it necessary for us to be reconciled by Christ's physical body through death?




6. Paul says one day we will be presented "holy in his sight, without blemish and free from accusation" if we continue in our faith. 
     Explain Paul's meaning and why this is so important for Christians to understand.

7. What kinds of "accusations" do you live with or hear on a day-to-day basis? How does the gospel counter those accusations?




8. What are some practical ways you can keep yourself from being moved from the hope held out in the gospel?
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
