GETTING STARTED

2. Share a reflection, question, or reaction from the sermon this past Sunday.




DIGGING DEEPER

3. In Colossians 2:9 & 14 Paul describes Jesus' superiority over demonic "powers and authorities". Can you think of other NT passages that speak to this truth?





Read Genesis 17:9-14; Deuteronomy 10:14-17; Leviticus 26:40-41; Jeremiah 4:3-4.  What spiritual reality was the physical act of circumcision intended to symbolize in the Old Testament?  Can you draw any connections with Paul's argument in 
Colossians 2:11-12?





4. Read Romans 6:1-14. What similar concepts do you found in Colossians 2:9-15?  Why  was this concept of our "union with Christ" so important to Paul?




APPLICATION

5. Do you ever worry about the influence of demonic powers in your life? How have you experienced it in the past? Does this passage offer you any comfort?





6. In Colossians 2:13 Paul writes that we were "dead in our sins" but God has made us  "alive in Christ." If you were to explain this concept to a non-Christian, how would you describe this change from your own personal experience? 
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
