GETTING STARTED 

1. When you think of “biblical” leadership, what words or images come to mind?  How is this similar or dissimilar to “worldly” leadership? 


2. If you feel comfortable doing so, share with the group either a positive or negative experience you've had with leadership.




Digging Deeper 

3. Scripture often uses the sheep/shepherd analogy to describe people and our relationship to Jesus.  “Read” Acts 20:28-31 and 1 Peter 2:25.  The word for “overseer” used in both passages and in Titus 1 are the same. How do these passages shed insight on why God gives us overseers/elders? 


4. In the sermon, "correct, direct, and protect" was one way of    describing the role of the elder in the church.  What are some practical    ways that you envision that being played out in our context today? 


5. The words “submit” and “authority” carry a lot of baggage in our    culture.  “Read” 1 Peter 5:1-4 & Hebrews 13:7.  In 1 Peter 5:1-4, God    addresses those “in” authority whereas in Hebrews 13:17, God addresses    those “under” authority.  What would a healthy, biblical model of    authority and submission look like according to these passages? 


6. In Titus 1:5, Paul instructs Titus to appoint elders in “every” town.  God knows how selfish leaders can be and how defiant followers can be and    yet He chooses this model.  How might we to encourage one another as a church to serve/submit in a God-honoring way? 




Application

7. Share with the group any struggles you might have with authority or 
submission.  Take time to pray for one another and for the elder candidates as King's Church moves forward with ordaining elders in the weeks to come. 
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
