GETTING STARTED
1. What is one thing that your friend or spouse can say/do that is guaranteed to get you upset?




DIGGING DEEPER
2. Take a few moments to read and reflect on verses 1 and 2 of today's passage independently.  Share with the group what convicts you most.  Read the passage several times if you need to.  




3. Paul says that the kindness and love of God shown to us in Jesus changes believers radically.  We have a "before and after" picture in verses 3-11.  What are those areas in a believer's life that Paul addresses and why might Paul be so intent to "stress these things" (v. 8)?




4. Paul seems to spend extra time on the issue of conflict (vv. 9-11).  Based on what you recall from the sermon and what you know about the Gospel, why is the pursuit of peace so indicative of true faith?




APPLICATION
5. Read Matthew 6:12-15.  This passage is not meant to threaten a believer but rather convict a believer regarding God's attitude towards receiving and giving forgiveness.  Is there any person in your life from whom you're withholding forgiveness?  Pray over this passage and ask others to pray with you and help you.



6. Think about someone in your life that you're struggling to love and to be kind to.  How will God's pursuit of reconciliation with you shape the way you think about, speak to, and approach that person this week?  
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
