4.  One of the primary reasons why Paul writes this letter is to guard the Colossian believers against paganism and the heresy that they were confronting.  What sort of pagan thought or heresy do you find yourself confronting or wrestling with today? 



5.  Paul references his brother/co-worker/team member Timothy in his opening.  What are some reasons why Paul might mention Timothy?
